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Looking for an article about a breaking legal development or a template for a contract, complaint, or other legal document?  Explore the fast-growing world of document-sharing websites to find what you need.  
Document Sharing
Billed collectively as “YouTube for documents,” these free sites allow users to share documents in a variety of file formats (Word, PDF, etc.):
· JD Supra (www.jdsupra.com):  This site is designed specifically for legal professionals.  The search function is fairly sophisticated – users can run a keyword search and limit by jurisdiction, court, document type, and subject matter.  It’s particularly useful for privacy litigation because the Electronic Frontier Foundation is a heavy contributor.
· Docstoc (www.docstoc.com):  Docstoc is a repository for documents from a variety of professional fields.  It does a nice job of categorizing legal documents by specific subjects to make them easier to find (www.docstoc.com/documents/legal/). 
· Scribd (www.scribd.com):  Scribd encourages users to share documents on any topic and does not attempt to limit content to professional documents, so it may be less useful for legal researchers.  To review the legal documents on Scribd, click on the “browse” tab on the home page, then the “law” category on the left-hand side of the next page.
Online Repositories for Legal Scholarship
Many law professors post scholarly articles online prior to publication in print journals, which makes these online repositories a good place to look for articles on breaking legal developments:

· SSRN (www.ssrn.com):  SSRN allows you to search for scholarly articles by author or by keyword (the keyword search searches the title, keyword, and abstract fields, but not the article’s full text).  
· bepress Legal Repository:  (http://law.bepress.com/repository/): The Legal Repository’s advanced search function allows you to search the full text of articles as well as within certain key fields (author, title, abstract, institution, and more).
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
